Pop-Up Plate Tectonics, Class 5 of 6
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Materials: 

Tools:

Pencils, rulers w/ cm scale, scissors, 1 for ea student.

Consumables:

1 half 8.5” x 14” white file folder per student.

1 sheet 8.5” x 11” pc white card stock per student.

Glue Sticks.

Layers of the Earth.

Cut out and glue image of earth onto piece of card stock.  Use end of ruler to draw rectangle sticking out from side of earth ~3 cm x 2 cm.  Cut out earth with this tab sticking out.

Fold in half, front facing itself.

Cut out image of inner layers of earth that is the same diameter (or slightly smaller). 

Fold in half, front facing itself.

Glue right, tabbed side of globe image to left side of layer graphic.

Glue bottom of globe and layer to right side of folder page.

Add other flaps around page to reveal additional info.
