Pop-Up Plate Tectonics, Class 4 of 6

Materials: 

Tools:

Pencils, rulers w/ cm scale, scissors, 1 for ea student.

Consumables:

1 half 8.5” x 14” white file folder per student

1 sheet 8.5” x 11” pc white card stock per student

Photocopy of Pangaea

Glue Sticks

Pangaea.

Glue illustration of Pangaea onto card stock.  Color keyed areas ahead of time if possible.

Measure 5 cm from either end of folded side of file folder.  Cut 2 lines to 3rd scored line in center of file folder.  Fold back, crease, unfold, flip, fold back, crease.  

Unfold, pop out.

Cut out continents from card stock.  Glue SA on edge of popped out section.  Close folder, fold back top cover to reveal SA, but keeping pop out part folded shut.  Place Africa next to SA on back of file folder, lining up key areas.  Glue Africa in place on file folder, with no supports.

Cut three 1cm x 6cm strips. These are the pull tabs for each plate.  Arrange the remaining continents around Africa as they were when Pangaea was one piece.  Glue the tabs under each continent so they stick out away from Africa and pointing in the direction the continent is to move.

Cut three 2cm x 6 cm strips.  Fold into thirds. Glue one 2cm x 6cm end under each continent so they are parallel with/line up over the pull tabs.  Fold down into Africa and glue feet out so that you can pull the tabs and have the continents pull up & out.
